The Game of Logging’s unique training program emphasizes efficiency and 
technique that will markedly improve productivity, help to reduce chain-
saw-related accidents, and increase overall safety awareness to many 
groups including: urban foresters, tree service workers, land-owners, util-
ity companies, loggers, federal, and state agencies.  Because the Game of 
Logging’s approach is so unique, the program is appropriate for a wide 
range of saw users and skill levels, from novice to expert. 

   
This two-day program will primarily focus on falling 12” - 20” doug-fir in a 
dense, overstocked stand.  Working in dense stands can be complicated as 
trees can get hung up and imprecise falling can damage residual trees.  
Therefore, tips and techniques for safely and effectively thinning dense 
stands will be covered.   
 
Time will also be spent in a 20”+ alder stand.  Alder has a much different 
wood quality than doug-fir or other softwoods and its growth habits can 
lead to unique challenges for falling trees.
